I. Singing


a. Sing a varied repertoire of music along and with others


b. Sing maintaining a steady tempo


c. Demonstrate the difference between singing and speaking


d. Use age appropriate vocal rage

II. Perform on Instruments

a. Perform steady beats on rhythm instruments

b. Echo short rhythmic and melodic patterns

c. Perform simple accompaniments on unpitched instruments

d. Perform simple accompaniments on pitched instruments such as the recorder (third grade)

e. Explore a variety of pitched and unpitched instruments

f. Perform simple melodic and rhythmic patterns on classroom instruments

g. Perform alone and with others

III. Read and Notate

a. Read simple rhythmic patterns

b. Recognize and use standard notational symbols and terms

c. Identify notation on the staff by line or space names

IV. Listen, Analyze, and Describe

a. Identify melodies of familiar songs by name

b. Distinguish between high and low sounds

c. Recognize and describe melodic contours

d. Distinguish  between meters

e. Recognize instruments by sight and sound

f. Become familiar with musical terms and vocabulary

g. Integrate music with art, history, civics, math, drama, literature, and science
h. Become familiar with various composers the history surrounding their music and their biographies

i. Become familiar with various music genres

j. Be able to recognize changing tempos

k. Be able to recognize changing dynamics

l. Improvise answers to given rhythmic phrases

m. Students will work together in cooperative music groups to compose
