First Grade Course of Study

Reading and Language Arts Curriculum

Text: Macmillian-McGraw Hill Reading: Treasures Series

Introduction: To help students develop a deep understanding in phonemic awareness, reading comprehension, spelling/vocabulary and grammar by providing students with whole group and small group instruction and activities.  This curriculum integrates content areas into the Reading instruction as well. This will be taught for at least 90 minutes each day Monday through Friday for the entire school year.

Reading Comprehension-

b. Demonstrate comprehension of explicit and implicit information in short reading selections by completing sentences presented in modified cloze format

e. Demonstrate the ability to construct meaning with material typically encountered in everyday life situations

g. Demonstrate the ability to form an interpretation of a variety of reading selections based on explicit and implicit information in the selections

h. Demonstrate the ability to identify characteristics of genre and identify unknown words in context.
